NJ Transit will construct a new bridge to provide a grade separation at 69th Street over the North 

Bergen Railroad Yard.  The project is located on 69th Street between West Side Avenue and Nolan 

Avenue which is to the west of US Rt. 1&9. A grade separation at 69th Street would eliminate the 

current at-grade crossing which causes frequent automobile delays due to long freight trains moving 

through this area.  The grade separation would eliminate the at-grade crossing of the CSX and 

NYS&W rail lines, as well as the Hudson Bergen Light Rail System.

This project is multi-year funded. Total construction funding needed is expected to be $62,000,000.
